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Glass jar     vegetable oil  food colouring     fizzy tablet
Instructions:
1. Fill the bottle up about 1/4th (1 quarter) with water.
2. Pour the vegetable oil in the bottle until is almost full. You may want to use a measuring cup with a spout or a funnel. You may have to wait a couple of minutes for the oil and water to separate.
3. Add a few drops of your favourite food colouring. Watch as the colour sinks through the oil. Did your drops of colour mix with the water immediately or float in between for a few minutes?
4. Break your fizzy tablet in half and drop part of it into the bottle. Get ready … here come the bubbly blobs!
5. You can even get a flashlight, turn off the lights and drop in another half tablet. This time shine the flashlight through the lava lamp while the blobs are bubbling!


 
Baking Soda & Vinegar Science Experiments

MATERIALS
· white vinegar
· baking soda
· trays, cake pans, etc
· pipettes (optional)
· liquid watercolors or food coloring
INSTRUCTIONS
1. Setup
First mix the white vinegar and liquid watercolours in clear jars, then add pipettes. Next, spread a layer of baking soda on a tray or cake pan. You might also want to put it in a jar or a container that will errupt as it reacts.

Squeeze, let go, squirt!
This is the fun part! My kids are little so we practice the fine motor motion of squeezing with the pipette, letting go so the vinegar solution gets sucked up, and then squirting it into the tray of baking soda.

Toddlers will likely need help with this and then want to try it on their own. In time, with practice, they’ll get it!

Investiagting different seeds and planting in soil and cotton wool
Have a range of seeds for children to look at
Sprinkle the seeds over the cotton wool and push each seed down lightly. Leave the plastic cup in a warm, dry, sunny place and watch for signs of growth. If the cotton wool starts to feel too dry sprinkle or spray with a little water. The cotton wool needs to stay moist but not overly wet as the seeds can start to rot.
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
