	Identify and name a variety of everyday materials, including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and rock. 



Look at a variety of objects and discuss what they are made of. Challenge children to find an object made of wood, plastic etc
Examples of activities 
Sort into soft and hard
Sort into wooden objects and metal objects
Discuss why wood is a good material for a table, and fabric is good for clothes.

Find different materials outside.
Describe the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday materials.

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Use a variety of materials to make junk models or collages.

· Predict which material will be the most successful and why.
· Video the story retellings with commentary and explanations.
· Discuss why some pigs may not choose to use bricks (more expensive, heavier, harder work to build with, etc.) and suggest successful alternatives
