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	Blue-Gate families volunteered their time on Saturday 1st July to carry out litter picking near Stepney Green farm. Seven families turned up on the day and they managed to pick up 9.21kg of litter! Scientists estimate that up to 26 million tons of plastic waste end up in the ocean each year, killing millions of marine creatures. Around 80% of this plastic comes from the land as litter is carried out to sea by rivers and blown by the wind from landfill into the ocean.

The children were eager and enthusiastic and found it to be a positive experience. They even had time to take a quick rest and play on the swings at the park. The mums were also very surprised at how enjoyable the morning turned out to be. After the litter picking session, the children enjoyed seeing the farm animals.
