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                                  This policy is the responsibility of the Head teacher.
Aim and Objectives
We believe that the provision of a breakfast club and after school enrichment opportunities supports the development of the children and their families. All children are encouraged to attend breakfast club and after school clubs, including those with special educational needs or disabilities (SEND). 
We believe that the benefits for children of attending the breakfast club include:

· Improved attendance and punctuality.

· Improved attitudes to learning, particularly for children who may not have a healthy breakfast at home.

We believe that the benefits for children of attending the after school clubs include:

· More opportunities for children to experience a wider curriculum.

· More opportunities for children to work in small groups, with children from other classes and year groups.
We believe that the benefits of being an extended school for parents include:

· The supervision of children outside of school hours. This may be of particular importance to parents who are working.
· School staff being able to help families where children are reluctant to eat breakfast by introducing strategies that may be used in school such as sticker charts. 
Breakfast club 

We have a breakfast club because we know that children who eat a healthy breakfast are more able to concentrate at school and so find it easier to learn and make good progress. Parents are encouraged to leave the children in the breakfast club. The children will be supervised and taken to their class. The children will have toast, bagels and cereal and activities to choose from during the session. 
Breakfast Club runs from 8.00 – 8.50 and is held in the Infant Hall. The Breakfast Club is free for any child attending our school. 
After School Clubs.

The after school clubs run each term form 3.20 to 4.15. Parents are sent a letter at the end of the term asking them which clubs they would like their child to attend. Where ever possible, children are offered a place in the club of their choice, but if there are too many children wishing to attend the club this will not be possible. Parents who return their forms first will be given priority.
The children are collected from their class at the end of the school day by the members of staff who are running the clubs. All clubs are run by two members of staff. At the end of the session, the children are brought down to the Reception area where they are met by their parents. (Please see the After School Club policy)
The focus of the clubs change each term depending on the needs of the children and the staff.  The following clubs have been offered this year.

Art and Craft


Maths 



ICT
Sports/football


Homework
Charges 

From January 2011, Governors have decided to charge parents a contribution towards the cost of running after school clubs in order to enhance the quality and frequency of the clubs on offer. This is currently £2 per day. 
We can also run an extended after school club until 5pm for working parents if enough parents are interested.

Charges for After School clubs

At Blue Gate Fields Infant School charges will be made for after school clubs. The total charge made will not exceed the cost of providing the activity. Parents will not be asked to subsidise the costs to other pupils and will only be asked to pay the cost, or towards the cost, of the activity per child. (The total cost divided by the number of children attending) 

The costs that may be legally recovered are:

1. Teaching staff engaged under contracts for services purely to provide an optional extra. This includes supply teachers engaged specifically to provide an optional extra.

2. Non-teaching staff

3. Any materials, book, instruments or equipment provided in connection with the optional extra.

Remissions

Children whose parents receive one of the support payments below are legally entitled to remissions, where specified in this document. 

1. Income Support

2. Income Based Job Seekers Allowance

3. Support under part V1 of the immigration and Asylum Act 1999

4. Child Tax Credits, provided they are not entitled to Working Tax Credits and have an annual income at or below the level as set by the Government from time to time

5. The guarantee element of State Pension Credit. 

6. Employment and Support Allowance.
Individual cases will be reviewed as appropriate concerning payment.
This Extended School Policy was approved by governors in June 2025 and signed by the chair of governors.
