Activity number 2:
Make a rain stick
For this you will need:
· Cardboard tube 		
· Aluminium Foil 
· Glue 
· Coloured tissue paper/ Coloured card/ Sticker 
· Nails or drawing pins
· Filler: rice, corn kernels, small buttons, beads etc
Instructions:
Get your cardboard tube and push some nails or drawing pins into it. Then roll your tube up in aluminium foil and stuff the extra into one end of the tube to ensure none of your filling will fall out. Next pour your filler items into the open end of the tube. Decorate it however you like and you’ll end up with your magical rain stick that makes the sound of falling rain.
